‘We, Commissioners appointed on the 7th day of October, 1875, by Letters Patent under the
hand of your Excellency and the Great Seal of the colony, to examine and decide upon a proper site
for a new library, and to call for and decide upon designs for the same, beg to report,—

That after mature deliberation, and having taken evidence upon the different questions, both with
regard to the site and the material of the building, we have come to the conclusion that the plans
submitted herewith are best calculated to carry out, in our opinion, the objects referred to in the
Commission ; and in that view we would suggest for your Excellency’s approval that a vote for a
sufficient amount to carry out the work should be submitted to Parliament during the present Session,
and that the building should be at once proceeded with.

The plans transmitted herewith, prepared by the Colonial Architect, will show the position
selected, and are as follows:—

I.—Basement.
II.—Ground Plan, showing the connection between the new building and the Legislative
Council.
IIT.—First Floor.
IV.—Roof and Sections.
V.—South and West Elevation.
VI.—Section on Line CD.

VIIL.—Section on Line EF.

Estimated cost, £14,000.

‘We cannot close our Report without again bringing under your Excellency’s notice the danger to
which the books are at present exposed, and the great loss which would be entailed upon the colony
by their destruction.
